CYSO CONCERTO COMPETITION APRIL 5:
The annual CYSO Concerto Competition will be 
held on Saturday, April 5th, 2008 at Indian Creek 
Upper School. Linda Foss has emailed an audition 
time to each  applicant.  Students sharing an 
accompanist and having auditions back to back 
should plan to arrive 30 minutes before your 
audition. Everyone else should arrive 15 minutes 
before your audition to warm up  and tune.

Directions to Ginger Cove and Parking:
Parents please take note of these parking 
restrictions: we are NOT to park in the area 
around the front entrance. You may drop your 
musician off at the main entrance, but you must 
park in the employee lot (directions below).  

Follow Riva Road south to Riva Trace Parkway.
(It’s the next stoplight after passing the Greek 
Church on the left)

Left @ stoplight onto Riva Trace Parkway.

Follow the parkway to the roundabout at the end.
Go halfway around the roundabout, then proceed 
straight ahead to the STOP sign.  

Stop, then proceed straight across to either the road 
or gravel driveway that parallels the street (by the 
bulldozers). This is the employee parking lot and 
will have space available for both the afternoon and 
evening performances. (You may drop your child 
off first by turning right at the stop sign and going 
to the front of the building, then return to park.)
